Cargo trailer for sale.  The trailer is constructed of two front 
fenders off a Volkswagon and aircraft honeycomb structural panel. 
The lid has a lockable handle hidden underneath the front by the 
tow bar.  The "bra" is spray on truck bed liner.  
 
Tires are 185/70R14 radial car tires. The suspension is two 
adjustable shock/spring assemblies off a GL1000. The most weight 
I've carried in it is about 70 lbs of luggage.  I have no way to tell the 
weight. With the trailer attached to the hitch I can lift both wheels off 
the ground.  The cargo compartment 
is 35" long, 15" deep and 13" wide at 
the front and 18" wide at the back. 
The "trunk" is about the size of a 
couple of twelve packs. It is hard to 
measure because of its shape. Tip to 
tail it is 7.5 feet. The tongue extends 
25". It is approximately 40" wide.  I 
bought it about 10 years ago from a 
guy in Memphis. About 4 years ago I 
put new tires, wheels, and bearings on it. Overall I've towed it about 
25,000 miles and about 4,000 miles on the new tires, etc. I have 
had it up to 85 MPH with no handling problems. I usually cruise in 
the 65-70 range on the interstate.  As it is right now I am scheduled 
to go to Arkansas the middle of August. On Labor Day weekend I'll 
be traveling to Iowa from Arkansas then back to Montana. I'm in the 
military and things can change though. I'm also open to possibly 
meeting half way when the weather warms up. Contact Rob
