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GL1800 Frame Inspection 
 

Well, it is snowing again as I write this but spring WILL 
get here eventually.  But now is a good time to do 
some safety inspecting on our Wings.  One issue I’ve 
read about is cracking on the frames of GL1800s.  I 
think 2002-2004 models were re-called to check for 
these issues and 2005+ models are ok.  BUT, it 
wouldn’t be a bad idea to take the time to check things 
out.  Below is a picture I found showing the known 
locations where cracks occurred.   
 

 
 
Also, I’ve already had a couple close calls… maybe a 
little due to my rustiness from not riding all winter, but 
also from careless drivers who are not paying attention.  
Be careful out there.  Trust your instincts and slow 
down when that car stops at the intersection… they 
might have seen you, but then again they might not 
have.
